Minute of Previous Year’s AGM

These were approved as a true record.

President’s Report:

Mr Young wished his predecessor well following recent illness.  
He referred to some of the highlights for him of the previous year, attendance at the match v Namibia, the under 15s and under 20s visiting South Africa on tour, Inter Continental Cup successes and a Friends Provident Cup win v Lancashire at Old Trafford.   He thought Titwood was magnificently set up for the intended cricket but unfortunately rain led to five days without a ball being bowled.  Two ODI matches v Kenya at Ayr were also washed out.  He congratulated Aberdeenshire on their hosting of ODI matches involving New Zealand and Ireland.  The Scottish had qualified for the 20/20 World Cup to be played in England courtesy of Zimbabwe pulling out and that was to be looked forward to.   The ODI match v England had been a great first occasion and even the weather relented sufficiently to get the match in.  The squad were now in South Africa for the World Cup qualifying competition and there was this plus the 20/20 World Cup and ODIs with Australia, Canada and Ireland to look forward to.  In all we were programmed to play six test match countries in 2009.
Scotland had claimed an ECC award for its development programme with initiatives in setting up Regional Academies and a performance development programme based on Telford College.  The Cricket Development Trust had been established and would be launched formally soon.

Mr Young referred to those clubs and players who had had a successful year and been rewarded at the two informal awards nights hosted by  Lloyds TSB and Deuchers.  He thanked the members of the Cricket Scotland staff and sponsors and said he was looking forward to his second year of Presidency.
Matthew Parker of Arbroath was presented with the Young Player of the Year Trophy and David Loudon with “Basil d’Oliveira” Trophy for services to Scottish Cricket.
Chief Executive’s Report

Mr Smith presented a review of 2008 and a report of the governance restructuring work being undertaken.  It had been another year of growth in numbers experiencing and playing the game and a year of progression on the cricket field for our teams.

There were a number of notable achievements worthy of special mention

· A new development officer had been appointed specifically for girls cricket

· Two smaller clubs, Huntly and Kinross had achieved the silver level of the Top Club development programme

· £100,000 more had been spent on the Pathways programme

· The under 19s XI played in the SNCL in a 10 game programme.  Some of the team were now in Australia further their cricketing experience
· The under 15s and under 19s won their Euro competitions

· The senior squad had qualified for the 20/20 World Cup ensuring a lot of media exposure

· Ian Ramage had been appointed as an umpire for ICC ODI matches

· New commercial deals had been struck with Murgatroyd and Scot Rail

· The Cricket Scotland Development Trust had been formed

· Regional Academies were now in their second year

He had been delighted with the all round progress made in 2008 and looked forward to the challenges which the 2009 season would present.   Hopefully the financial position could be consolidated and issues with ICC, sponsorships and governance addressed satisfactorily.

Work on the governance review had been progressed in line with Sportscotland audit requirements and our lawyers had produced a paper outlining the proposed structure with the clubs being members of a new company limited by guarantee  “Cricket Scotland Holdings Limited” replacing the unincorporated Scottish Cricket Union with an operating subsidiary “Cricket Scotland Limited”  being  the existing Scottish Cricket Limited with a new name.   The detailed work towards this end would be put to our solicitors.  In furtherance of this an enabling resolution to change the name of “Scottish Cricket Limited” was before the meeting.
Resolution of Scottish Cricket Union

The following resolution was passed unanimously.

“That in furtherance of the governance review being undertaken the Members of Scottish Cricket Limited are authorised by the Scottish Cricket Union to change the name of Scottish Cricket Limited to Cricket Scotland Limited or a name similar thereto.”

Scottish Cricket Union accounts for the Year ended 31 December 2008
Mr Barclay presented the Union’s audited accounts for the year.   As all trading operations were carried out by Scottish Cricket Limited the only income of the Union was its subscriptions (£20,467) which were paid over to Scottish Cricket Limited in settlement of a management charge of equal amount.   The accounts were approved.
Accounts for Scottish Cricket Limited for the year ended 31 December 2008 were presented to the meeting for information purposes only.   These showed a net pre-tax profit of £57,481 for the year (2007 -£40,121) on a turnover of £1,524,301 (2006 - £1,778,891).   The reduction in turnover was principally attributable to income derived from the India-Pakistan ODI match arranged for Titwood in 2007. [Note - No play was possible due to rain.]

Mr C Carruthers asked for clarification of the reduction in the marketing spend.  
Mr S Scotland said he was concerned that the Board of Cricket Scotland were alive to the risks inherent to its sources of income.   It was confirmed that the Board were alert to the fact that much of the ICC income derived from ODI status and  the performance of the team in its various competitions and the continued playing and success of the Champions Trophy competition.  An assessment of the possibilities was made on an annual basis in determining what sort of programme could be put in place.
Subscriptions for 2009

Other business

Mr R Hesketh referred to the Umpires levy applied to SNCL clubs.   He said he had calculated the cost of umpires doing Grange matches and reclaim had been £138 yet the levy imposed was £300.   He thought this resulted in Cricket Scotland making a surplus and asked that the position be looked into.  Mr S Scotland advised that the purpose of the levy scheme was ensure that the umpiring costs were equalised throughout all the clubs.  Grange may be low cost to service but say Aberdeenshire might have a much higher cost to bear.
